


Welcome to the Jacobson Fall Round-Up Auction

It seems like just yesterday that we were at the Jacobson Fall Round-Up auction in 2009 and the Annual RAAA 
Convention at the Shooting Star Casino in Mahnomen, Minnesota. How time fl ies and how situations change. If 
you remember last year, the country was fi ghting to get crops out of the fi elds with excessive rains and moisture 
and calf and cattle prices suffered throughout the fall season. At printing time, cattle prices are booming with a 
few “harvest time” glitches and the future of Red Angus has never looked brighter. Commercial RED females 
are the hottest thing on the beef scene from coast to coast and Red Angus bull demand continues to gain steam, 
as producers experience the difference between Red Angus genetics and “other cattle”.

The Jacobson Red Angus program is one of the most progressive, solid genetic offerings in the country. I am 
quite proud to be a part of the sales team associated with Val and Gary Jacobson’s Red Angus program and 
their outstanding Red Angus herd. Gary has been passionate and deeply involved in the breed, both serving as 
a National RAAA Director and as a day-to-day producer and cowboy in Northern Minnesota. His herd runs the 
summer months on the legendary Oxley Hereford Ranch near Mahnomen, Minnesota where the grass and water 
is good and the pastures are large, requiring the cattle to be sound, effi cient and convert grass to beef and milk 
on their own. Outside of minerals, Jacobson cattle are developed and run on grass only, which makes your buy-
ing decisions easy when selecting the best converters of forage. If your operation offers more amenities, these 
cattle will defi nitely thrive since they are not used to “added inputs” to survive and raise a calf. 

The Jacobson herd has been developed over 12 years and the original genetics selected include Glacier Red An-
gus (Montana), Seeger Red Angus (North Dakota), 5L Ranch (Montana) Sexton, Sonstegard, Scott and Dahlke 
(Minnesota) and the Peterson Dispersal (Nebraska). Gary does everything right, taking weaning and yearling 
weights on all animals annually, ultrasound scanning for carcass traits in both heifer and bull calves, and ultra-
sound pregnancy checking with fetal sexing. This makes the Jacobson Fall Round-Up a step above other auc-
tions for making purchasing and future operational decisions. I encourage you to call Gary and get even more 
information on these great cattle. He lives; eats and breaths the Jacobson cattle herd and can give you valuable 
information as you make your purchasing decisions.

I will be in Fargo Sunday afternoon, going through the cattle and invite your calls for appraisal and assistance 
in making your selections.
